EMERGENCY FORMS

Beaver Brook is required by the State of NH to have health and emergency information for each child
participating in our Summer Youth Program. Our Beaver Brook Association Emergency Form must:

U Be completed by a parent with all pertinent health and emergency information
U Be signed by your physician
Q Show that your child was examined by a physician within two years of the class start date.

Completed forms are due in the Beaver Brook Office by June 1, 2010.

NEW POLICY: A $30 processing fee will be charged for late Emergency Forms.
Emergency Forms may be downloaded from our website at www.beaverbrook.org or picked up at the
Beaver Brook office.

CANCELLATION POLICY

® Cancellations will be accepted up to 30 days before a class begins for a full refund. Within 30 days of
class start, a refund will be given only if the cancelled slot can be filled by another student. Any openings
due to a cancellation will be filled from the wait list. If the opening cannot be filled, no refund will be
possible due to commitments made in advance for teachers and supplies.
